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The following table presents a set of strong criteria used during a process of “expert selection” based on those issues which strongly affect the sanitation system choice:
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If laws, regulations or standards exist which determine what technologies are required (e.g. VIP-latrine) this in turn will affect sanitation system choice.  





Existing Laws, Rules and Standards





The interest of sanitation stakeholders to use waste products in agriculture or aquaculture will largely determine if waste products (e.g. urine as fertilizer or greywater for irrigation) should be kept separate from other pathogenic contaminated products. Systems templates 3, 4, 5, 6 provide for either urine or greywater separation  











Interest in reuse





Densely populated settlement patterns with little free space available per household will tend to favour centralized approaches (collection-transport-centralized treatment) such as systems templates 1, 4, 7.








Settlement pattern





Wet sanitation systems are based on the use of water for flushing. The minimal amount is 1-2 litres per defecation. If this amount of water is not available (i.e. not affordable) or such use is not acceptable system templates 1-4 can be disregarded.
